On October 19, 2005, | made arrangements to attend the Arizona Judicial Coun-
cil Meeting to make a brief public comment on the current uniformity of court operations.
I was informed, that the “Call to the Public” period would start at approximately 3:45 p.m.
Furthermore, the Arizona Judicial Council's agenda, taken from the Council's website,
indicated that the “Call to the Public” would not take place until 4:00 p.m. (Please see
