AR.S. 8 12-267(B) provides: “ . . . the chief fiscal officer of each county shall, on or
before August 31 of each year for the preceding year, submit an annual report to the
supreme court showing the total amount of receipts and expenditures in each account of
the adult probation services fund.” The administrative director shall provide the chief
fiscal officer with the form to be used for submission.

A.R.S. § 12-267(B) provides: “ . . . The presiding judge of the court in each county shall
annually present to the board of supervisors for approval a detailed expenditure plan for
the adult probation services fund accounts.” At the time the plan is submitted to the
board of supervisors, the presiding judge shall provide a copy of the expenditure plan for
the probation fees account to the administrative director. If the expenditure plan for the
probation fees account is modified by the presiding judge, the modified plan shall be
submitted to the administrative director.
