ArizonaRevisedStatutes,Title 32, Chapter40, specifiesthat theBoardofCertifiedCourt
Reporterswill recommendandtheSupremeCourt will adoptrulesto implementandenforcethe
statutoryprovisionsregulatingthe certificationandconductof court reporters. Accordingly, on
March29,2001,byAdministrativeOrderNo.2001-39,theCourtadoptedArizonaCodeofJudicial
Administration §7-206,Court ReporterStandardCertification. The order specifiedthat court
reportersmustapply for standardcertificationandthesepersonsmaynot serveascourt reporters
unlesstheyarein compliancewith §7-206.

In accordancewith theseprovisions, court reportershave appliedfor, andthe Board of
Certified Court Reportershasgrantedstandardcertificationto thoseindividuals who meet the
certification criteria. However,thereare some individuals who have appliedfor and meet all
requirementsfor certificationexceptfor thecriminalbackgroundcheck. At thepresenttime the
programhasobservedit generallytakestwo to threemonthsfor theFederalBureauofInvestigations
(FBI) backgroundresultsto bereturned.In somecases,thefingerprintsarenot discernableanda
newset is required,causingfurtherdelayin thecertificationprocess.Courtreportingis integrally
relatedto theprompt,effectiveandimpartial operationofthejudicial systemandit is necessaryto
ensurethatthereis an adequatepoolof court reporters,thus,theneedfor this Order.

TheCourthaspreviouslyaddressedthis issue. AdministrativeOrderNo. 2000-38, signed
June28, 2000, allowedthe Board of Certified Court Reportersto grantProvisionalTemporary
Certification to a reporterwhile awaitingthe FBI results. Pursuantto Laws 2000, Chapter 41,
SenateBill 1249, Section13, all temporarycertificatesexpiredonDecember31,2002 andabsent
extenuatingcircumstancesmaynot be renewedaflerthat date. Accordingly, reportersmustnow
applyfor standardcertificationin orderto practice.

Now, therefore,pursuantto Article VI, Section3, oftheArizonaConstitutionandArizona
RevisedStatutes,Title 32, Chapter40,

certificatesto court reporterswho apply for andmeetall requirementsfor certificationexceptfor
completionofthecriminalbackgroundcheck.Thesereportersmustsubmita signedandnotarized
statementattestingtheyhavenotbeenarrested,charged,indicted,convictedoforpledguilty to anyfelony
ormisdemeanor,exceptasdisclosedin theirapplication.Uponcompletionofthecriminalbackground
checktheBoardshallreviewtheapplicationandeithergranttheindividualastandardcertificateordeny
certification,in accordancewith~S7-206.
