On October 9, 1992, by Administrative Order No. 92-29, the Court adopted
dispositioncodesfor standardreportingofall violationsprocessedby the courts.

Sinceits adoptionin 1992,legislativechangeshavemandatedsomemodifications
to thecodes. Reportingcode55 mustbe modifiedto accommodate1999 legislationwhich
authorizedcourtsto suspenda personsdriving privilege for failure to comply with court
orderedcommunity servicerelatedto someconvictionsof A.R.S. § 28-672. Threenew
reportingcodes(61,62, 66)needto be addedfor reportingjuvenilefailuresto appearand
complyto MVD asnecessitatedby SB 1028,effective7-18-2000. Code61 will direct the
Motor VehicleDepartment(MVD) to suspendthedrivingprivilege. Code62 will beused
to reporta suspensionreleasewhenthejuvenile defendantis in compliance.Code66 will
beusedby courts to “set aside”a previouslyreportedcode61, (for instance,if issuedin
error) and will releasethe juvenile defendant from the responsibility of paying a
reinstatementfeeto MVD. Code63 needsto be givenamoregenericmeaningto combine
codes63, 64, and65 into onecodeasall threeessentiallyhavethe samemeaningto MVD,
andasaresult,codes64 and65 needto be deleted.Code71 needsto beaddedfor usewhen
purgingoutdatedcasessuchassuspensionsandwarrants.

Now, therefore,pursuantto Article VI, Section3, oftheArizonaConstitution,

IT IS ORDERED that the attacheddispositioncodesareadoptedfor useby all
Arizonacourtswhenrecordingcasedispositionsorwhenreportingcasedispositionstonon-
judicial agencies.

IT IS FURTHERORDEREDthatcourtsmayadoptadditionaldispositioncodesto
accommodatetheirown operationsandwhichmaybeusedforinternalpurposesonly. All
reportingoftraffic violationstatusexternaltothecourtofjurisdictionshallbeaccomplished
by usingtheattachedcodes.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this order is effective August 1, 2000 and
AdministrativeOrderNo. 92-29is herebyrescinded.
